Apologetics: Defense of the Faith 101.  (I Pet. 3: 15; Contend Earnestly for the Faith: Book of Jude 2) A Primer or analysis survey to teach High School students and above on “How to Survive the Next Decade”.

Abstract: How to defend your faith and rebuke the lies of Satan and the errors of man in the areas of sound Bible Teaching, Creation Science, Evolution, Origins, Global Warming, Climate Change, and survival in an era of Economic and Political Socialism.  This issue touches the whole Church in that the ideology of Socialism has resulted in a theology of “Christian Socialism”.  This deviation within the Church is what Christian people need to understand in order to Defend the Faith (Apologetics) and rebuke error.  The issues actually affect the true Church, even though the doctrines defended involve Education, Science, Government, employment, False Religions, and the present day Church deviations.  

1. The first tenet of Defending the Faith is that the Bible itself (the Scriptures) does not need any Defense.  The Bible stands on its own and is already established by God Himself and has stood the test-of-time.  It is foundational and the sole authority of the whole Creation. It is proven jurisprudent, legal, documentary, archaeologically, historically and prophetically. What a Christian defends is his belief and trust in God’s Word and the fact that true Christianity is a reasonable doctrine (teaching) and is supported by all areas of life and the sciences (Chemistry, Physics, Biology, Math, etc.)

2. The second tenet is that we are to be patient, non-contentious, bold, firm and prepared in accordance with II Tim. 4: 2 and Titus 2.

A: Background History (1960-1970s): To begin, we need to understand the battles fought by Christians of the recent past1 and the general category of issues that are expected to be manifested in the next decade. This lists arguments and people for or against.

· Key arguments: A citizen has a “right” to protest the laws that are outside the social and cultural definition of “normal” behavior. The participants will take the “punishment” for disobedience, thereby making the cause legitimate.

B:  The American system of government, begun as an experiment in liberty and democracy in 1776, has proven to be remarkably resilient and adaptable.

While often categorized as a democracy, the United States is more accurately defined as a constitutional federal republic.  "Constitutional" refers to the fact that government in the United States is based on a Constitution which is the supreme law of the United States. The Constitution not only provides the framework for how the federal and state governments are structured, but also places significant limits on their powers. "Federal" means that there is both a national government and governments of the 50 states. A "republic" is a form of government in which the people hold power, but elect representatives to exercise that power. Basically, the Congress makes the laws and the President implements them. As a republic, the ultimate power within the American system rests with the people. This power is exercised through regular, scheduled elections in which voters select the President, members of Congress, and various state and local officials. These officials and their staffs formulate policy, make laws, and direct the day-to-day operations of government.

The U.S. Constitution is the blueprint for the American system of government. Ratified in 1788, the Constitution defines three separate branches of government (legislative, executive, and judicial), their powers, and how positions in each are to be filled.  These basic three branches have their origin in the Old Testament of the Bible. One defining characteristic of the Constitution is the system of checks and balances it created to distribute power among the three branches. Each branch exercises some form of power over the others. For example, justices of the Supreme Court (judiciary) are appointed by the President (executive), but subject to the consent of the U.S. Senate (legislative). Likewise, the judiciary can strike down as unconstitutional laws passed by Congress and signed by the President. These and other checks and balances are to ensure that no single branch of government exercises too much power. Because the government may exercise only those powers specifically granted to it in the Constitution, the Constitution is an important protection of the rights and powers of the people. The first ten amendments to the Constitution are collectively known as the Bill of Rights. The Bill of Rights guarantees important freedoms to every American, including freedom of speech, press, and religion, and the right to be free from unreasonable searches, and to have a trial by jury. In addition to these, 27 amendments have been made since the Constitution was ratified. Of these, only 16 have been adopted since 1800.

The Constitution not only defines the structure and powers of the federal government, but also contains general provisions regarding state government. Each state, in turn, has its own constitution which contains provisions for local governments within the state. Local governments may include cities, counties, towns, school districts, and special-purpose districts, which govern such matters as local natural resources or transportation networks.

The federal government is limited to the powers and responsibilities specifically granted to it by the U.S. Constitution. Some of the powers listed in the Constitution include regulating commerce between the states, providing for national defense, creating money, regulating immigration and naturalization, and entering into treaties with foreign countries.

Over time, however, the Constitution has been interpreted6 and amended to adapt to changing circumstances, and the powers exercised by the federal government have changed with it. Working with the states, the federal government creates certain laws and programs that are funded federally, but administered by the states. Education, social welfare, assisted housing and nutrition, homeland security, transportation, and emergency response are key areas where states deliver services using federal funds and subject to federal guidelines. This gives the federal government the power to influence the states. 

One significant difference between the United States and some other major democracies is the selection and role of the head of government. In parliamentary systems, the head of government is a prime minister selected from the parliament, and is typically the leader of the majority political party or coalition. The prime minister appoints a cabinet of ministers often consisting of other members of parliament. A separate head of state may be a monarch or an elected President (or comparable official). In the United States, the President is both head of government and head of state. The President is elected separately from the legislature and may or may not be of the legislature's majority political party. The President's cabinet consists of individuals who are Constitutionally prohibited from being members of Congress at the same time. One other significant difference is that elected officials in the United States serve for a defined period of time before facing reelection. In many parliamentary systems, elections may be called suddenly by the ruling party or if there is a vote of no confidence in the government. In some parliamentary systems, parliament may be dissolved by the head of state and new elections ordered. Differences in the judicial system are not as significant as in the legislative, because the United States legal system is based predominantly on English Common Law. Defendants in criminal cases have the right to a public trial by jury and the right to be represented by counsel. One major difference in the judiciary, however, is the power of the U.S. Supreme Court to declare laws unconstitutional, thereby nullifying them. Few other countries vest such authority in their judiciaries.

Finally, the revenues and expenditures of the U.S. government used to be much smaller than most of its counterparts in other industrialized nations when measured as a percentage of gross domestic product. Much of the difference is due to the social services and benefits (such as health care and old-age pensions) that governments in some other nations pay for. In the United States, many of these services are delivered by the private sector or are not funded to the same extent by the government, and thus are not counted in government expenditures. However, this has all changed under a Democratic-Socialist form of Congressional Operation.  The US Government is less and less in accordance with the Constitution since 2008.

C: The Tenets of US Society as a Socialistic State4 since 2008. (Proposed and/or in progress within the next 4 years.)

· All the people think alike, dress alike, live in similar and equal housing and have the same quality of life.

·  The government controls what the people think, what to do, where to dispense their money, and how to live.

· All the people are accountable as a group, but there is no individual responsibility and no individuality or diversity in ideas in any area of life.

· The Immigration Policy is Liberal.

· Relative High Cost of Living. High rate of taxation; it is a patriotic duty to support the government.

· The wealth is “shared” among all the people in the form of housing, salaries for jobs, pensions, health care, possessions and opportunities. Pensions and Health Care are government controlled.  

· Entrepreneurism and Capitalism is discouraged.  “Excess” Profits of private industry is to be confiscated.

· Education is a worthy cause and is supported as necessary with the taxes.  The goal is for the people to be literate, well read, and the highest level of education is encouraged.   Education is the solution to all problems.  More tax monies are required for management and maintenance of the public system.  Private education is discouraged.

· Research programs are used and established to study any problem that comes up and committees are for a variety of study of all issues.

· Rights of selected people are a priority.

· Children’s rights are the top priority and no child can be disciplined or held accountable for their actions.  Spanking is strictly forbidden.  Parental rights are non-existent.

· Right to have a Union is the secondary priority in importance; workers cannot be fired for any reason.

· Rights of the minorities and poor are to equate all classes to a universal norm.

· Morals; basically amoral.  No judgments of the people’s sexuality and practice.

· Abstinence before marriage is not encouraged.  Marriage stability is not a concern. Divorce is allowed for any reason.

· State Religion is Atheistic or Agnostic. The Churches should be conducted primarily by volunteer lay pastors who hold primary jobs for their support. Christianity should be diminished.

· Preservation of Nature and pristine areas are to be protected; people’s physical fitness is encouraged.

· Collective or government ownership and management of the means of production and distribution of all goods and services is desired.

· Socialism calls for cooperation and social service, but capitalism is discouraged because it stresses competition and profit.
· Students should not be competitive and graded for performance.  Outcome-based achievement is rewarded.
· The state should assume responsibility for all economic planning and direction.

· Centralized planning is done by the government, Governance is by one Party rule, and stresses that there should be only one class of people. 

· Selective nationalization of key industries, with controlled private ownership of the remainder. Some socialists insist that only strong centralized state direction and a command economy will suffice. Others advocate a “market socialism” in which the market economy would be directed and guided by socialist planners.

· Socialists also proclaim the need for more equal political rights for all citizens, and for a leveling of status differences. There are only two classes of people; 1.  The Elite and the Government, 2.  The rest of the population.  They disagree, however, on whether difference of status ought to be eradicated entirely, or whether, in practice, some inequality in decision-making powers might not be permitted to persist in a socialist commonwealth.

Socialism continued to exist alongside Marxism and Communism, such as Christian Socialism, led in England by Frederick Denison Maurice and Charles Kingsley; they advocated the establishment of cooperative workshops based on Christian principles. Modern socialism had its roots in the reflections of various writers who opposed the social and economic relations and dislocations brought by the Industrial Revolution. They criticized what they conceived to be the injustice, the inequalities, the suffering brought about by the capitalist mode of production and the free and uncontrolled market on which it rested. To the acquisitive individualism of their age they opposed a vision of a new community of producers bound to each other through fraternal solidarity. They conceived of a future in which the masses would wrest control of the means of production and the levers of government from the capitalists.

D:  Government actions expected in the next decade based on the Economic Crisis conditions prior to the Stock market Crash of 1929 and 2008:

· Nation was prosperous and optimistic and there were at least 8 years of Republican Administration and about 2-4 years of Republican relative control of Congress. Technology and Industrial progress.

· Sitting President was ridiculed and blamed by the News Media and the Democrats for causing the Depression and the Stock Market Crash. Some blamed the Hoover Administration for the restrictions under the Prohibition, which the common people wanted over-turned.  Hostile crowds confronted the president.

· Hoover had promised increased influence in Government by and for African-Americans, but later broke his promise.  Hoover tried to keep information about treatment of Blacks from the press.  George Bush has kept a lot of Government goings on from the press.  The News Media could not keep secrets in war-time.

· Promised improvement and subsidies for farmers, reform of immigration policies, and isolationist foreign policies.

· Both Presidents supported business incentives and private control and advocated that government stay out of controlling how businesses are operating.

· President Hoover and Bush both rejected advice to let the Markets adjust and to stay out of micro-management of the economy.  Both presidents could see the trends and instituted policies in an attempt to stop the downward spiral of many aspects of the economy, housing and jobs, etc. but all attempts failed. Welfare programs were rejected, because it would make everybody dependant on the government handouts.

· Accelerated Federal Building projects, raised tariffs on foreign goods to promote Buy American, which just made everything more expensive.  But the Depression trend had spread across the globe and the ideas backfired.  Both presidents were involved in varying degrees.

· Major Banks were encouraged to provide extensive credit to risky economic ventures. Federal money was given to selected banks to keep them from failing.  The requirement for collateral was counterproductive and put banks in a catch-22.

· Unemployment was approaching 25% in farming and rural areas and 15% overall. Unemployment today is approaching 8% and expected to reach 10% or more.

· Federal money was given to the housing market to spur home construction and prevent foreclosures.

· The top Income Tax rate was cut from 73% to 24%.  But to gain back revenue for Federal giveaways, the overall tax basis was increased and the top rates were increased from 24% to 63%. 14% taxes were imposed on all private companies.  The graduated income tax (higher tax for higher incomes) was instituted.  The Democrats accused the Administration of going down a path of Socialism and yet they did the same after the elections.

· The election was a landslide for the Democrats.  Hoover won only 6 out of 48 States.

· The distinction was made between Commercial Banks (checking, savings and loans) and Investment Banks (which underwrite, issue stocks, bonds, and other securities. A credit system where the interest rates are controlled by the government).  

· Investors, big and small borrowed money to buy more stocks.  It was not cash but credit.  Home owners were given credit without collateral checks and borrower’s stability.  Day-traders were limited and the Stock Market would simply close if a down trend was developing during the trading day. This was not very effective.  The decline was taking place within less than a day and then continued when the Markets were open again.  Later, Day-traders had to wait for a predetermined period of time before selling.

· Unions were strong and had a great deal of control.  Later, the union membership declined.

Post Stock Market Crash 1933 (and 2008-9) conditions:

· Federal Government gave money to the Banking Institutions to buy stock in failing companies.  Government now owns stock in the companies and is entitled to control management decisions in all areas. Tariffs were increased to help failing American Industries. Bush and Congress gave us the first Federal “Bailout”.

· Unions were given increasing influence and control of how a company operated per the National Labor Relations Act of 1935.  This lead to the Depression of 1938. Obama’s Plan calls for all employees to be represented by a Union. 

· FDR was praised and the New Deal was heralded as the best model to recover from a depression. Obama is heralded as the one to bring hope and “change” with his “Plan”, which is heralded even though details are missing.  Obama has set in motion many Socialistic goals.

· FDR tripled taxes on everything that was used by Middle Class and poor people, such as certain foods and entertainment items considered as luxuries.  The poor and Middle Class suffered the most. Taxes were added to everything that the government could think of, for example there were check tax fees imposed every time a bank check is written. He taxed businesses and imposed “excess profits” tax.

· Increased excise taxes.  Income tax, sales tax and such were imposed or increased.  Obama proposes the same things. Consumers had less money, employers had less money, growth and jobs decreased.

· Unemployment rose to 17% in the 1930s. Unemployment in 2009 is almost 10% and still rising.

· Congress’s and FDR’s National Industrial Recovery Act of 1933 cut back production of businesses and forced wages above market levels.  Obama and the Democrats want to raise the Minimum Wage to above Market levels, which will cause businesses to fail or be priced out of the free market.  Cost of employers hiring workers increased.

·  The Agricultural Adjustment Act of 1933 reduced farm production and caused low wage workers to lose their jobs. The idea was to raise commodities prices on the World market.

· The New Deal projects were financed by taxation on the common people, who then had less money to control themselves.  Obama’s Plan calls for increased taxation to pay for the “Bailouts” (Besides the government printing more money).  The Rich and the Middle Class are undefined by Obama.   Increasing welfare for farmers and banks and other selected businesses caused higher prices for the consumer on all goods and services.

· The Middle Class is defined as the White-collar workers as opposed to the Blue-collar workers.  Today the Middle Class average income is $48,500 (household of 4) according to IRS statistics.  The upper end of Middle Class is about $80,000. Obama will tax the people who are above the Middle Class (Upper Class) at a proposed rate of 36%.  (FDR taxed the Upper Class 73%, and much later was dropped by Republicans and Bush to about 28%.  Middle Class tax is about 10-15% today-tax compared to Gross income, not the taxable amount after deductions.)  Marxist-Socialists define Upper Class as those folks who are professionals, managers, and a capitalist; and Middle Class are what we would call Blue-collar workers. Retired, the sick and the unemployed are considered a drain on society and non-productive.

· Adoption of Children’s Rights and  rules determined by Government

· Wage freezes and income limits

· Ability to buy or sell without government oversight. Internet commerce rules and regulations.

· Nationalization of all industry and banking; Government ownership of all industry

· One Party Government. Government by consensus of the elite class.  Voting rights limited.

· Government Ownership of all land and property.  Private property ownership limited.

· Involuntary conscription of all young people into service in a “Civilian Homeland Security” Police Force.

· Criticism6 (destructive or constructive is immaterial) of the Government or its leaders is forbidden.

· Rights of Islam; restriction of free discussion; Sharia Law or the US Constitution and the Bill of Rights

· Euthanasia of non-productive people

· Cash-less society, account credits and debits on Internet

E.2. Dealing with false religions2 using the truth.  The following are practical ways of defense and Evangelism

· Concentrate on who Jesus is; do not debate the merits or faults of the false religion.

· Do not defend the Crusades or other errors of Christianity.  We are using God’s Word, not our Church’s positions.

· Be prepared to discuss a false religion’s tenets.  Know what the false Religion teaches and how it attempts to discredit Christianity. Do not debate “so-called common ground”.

· Use scripture; do not use personal experience as proof.

· Use what God says, not what the Church says, or what any man says.  Do not assume what God (Jesus) would do in any particular situation.

E.3. Practice in your Church: What to avoid and what to support.

· Know what the function of the Church is Biblically.  Determine if your church meets the criteria.

· Insure that the Church follows Timothy and Titus qualifications for leadership.

· Make sure that the Church’s function is to equip the saints and Evangelism per Matt. 28

· Make sure that the Church is a place to worship God and commune with all the saints.

· Do not support a Church that does not believe the literal interpretation of Genesis.

· Do not support a Church that denies the Global Flood of Noah.

· Do not support a Church that believes in Evolution, Progressive Evolution, the Gap Theory, Punctuated Evolution of the species, Survival of the Fittest, Billions of years for the age of anything, Harmonization of Evolution, Science and the Bible, etc.

· Do not support a Church that teaches that once you become a born-again believer, that you could lose your salvation and eternal life if you do something wrong or “lose” faith.

· Support a pastor who teaches the whole scripture with equal weight and does expository preaching.

· Make sure your Church tithes on their Tithes received.

E.4. What the Church is:

1. The invisible Universal Church (via Apostle’s Creed) made up of all true believers from all nations from Pentecost to the Rapture. (The Body of Christ- the Ecclesia- the called out ones)  Membership consists of born-again (Spirit) baptized people.  No visible building is associated, although people can belong to a local body. A building made without hands. Christ is the Head of this organism. The local version of this Church can be believers meeting in a home, office, cave, or wherever 2 or 3 are gathered together in His Name. 

2. The visible Church, which is the national and local Church congregations, consisting of many denominations, and is the organized structure/building, which houses the congregation. It has a charter, legal definition, recognized by the civil governing authorities and is what non-believers and believers alike refer to when they say the “First Baptist Evangelical Church” of Timbuktu. These Churches will contain wheat and tares and no one knows which are which for certain.  The membership consists of a statement or confession of Faith or Doctrine expressed. For example, the Church of Philadelphia or Laodicea.  A particular congregation in any time period between Pentecost and Rapture. The Head may or may not be acknowledged as Christ, but they apparently all have a “Messenger” (Angel and /or the Pastor) over it.

3. The Church militant (old fashioned term), which is the living congregation that is actively Evangelical to various degrees. The Saints.  We are on the attack against wickedness in high places and against the wiles of Satan.  

4. The Church Triumphant (another old fashioned term), which consists of all the saints who have died and gone to be with the Lord, from Pentecost to the Rapture. These are those who have been called home to hear, “Well done, thou good and faithful servant”.

5. The Head of the Universal Church is Jesus Christ Himself.  The head of the local church (congregation) is the Pastor and the Elders who are accountable to Jesus Christ.  The people (lay people if you will-although there is no such separation as laity and clergy) are accountable to obey and submit both to Christ and the church authorities (Hebrews 13: 17).

E.5. What the Church is not.

1. A place to bring unbelievers.

2. A charitable organization to the unbelievers.  (The believers go out from the Church to the unbelievers to help them and to witness to them, and make disciples of the people of all nations)

3. A social hour.  A place to study help-books and have seminars on living right and how to be happy.

4. Just a building down the street.

5. A forum for political ideologies or social issues. A place to conduct seminars on social living and activism.

6. A Senior Center or a Crafts Workshop or a Youth Center for social activities.

E.6. The scriptural operational function of the Church

· The prime question is the same as Paul asked on the Road to Damascus, “What would you have me to do, Lord?” (Acts 22)  We do not “decide” what and where the Church is going, but we follow the leading of the Lord in prayer for what are we to do or not do.  We look to scripture for guidance. Then the first answer is Matt 28:19; the “Great Commission”: Go! Make disciples of the nations and teach them!  This is a command for Evangelism limited only by the individual’s calling, abilities, spiritual gifts and willingness to serve the Lord.

· What is the function of the Church?  The Church is the place where the believers come to worship our Lord by presenting ourselves as living sacrifices, singing and praising God, praying together corporately and place ourselves under the teaching by the Pastor and Elders in accordance with the rules of corporate worship of I and II Corinthians as well as other books in the Bible.  It is the fellowship of believers that we are told not to neglect.  It is all the process of building maturity and the ability to teach and witness, especially to the next generation. We are to witness to all we come in contact with.  In the corporate worship we are to submit to the authority of the Overseer (Bishop) [Hebrews 13:17]. The women in the corporate worship are to learn quietly and may not teach or usurp authority over men in the congregation (I Cor. 14:34; I Tim 2:12; Titus 2:5). The leadership mandate is summarized below:

1. Prayer in public worship for all men, especially those in positions of authority, both civil and Church.

2. A teacher in the faith and in truth. Maintain sound doctrine.

3. Qualified per I Timothy 3; Titus 1:5-9.

4. Teach the people how to conduct themselves (Godliness and righteousness).

5. Watch over the brethren and keep them from the spirit of error.

6. Public reading of scripture, and exhortation (expository preaching)

7. Appeal to those who err.  Rebuke in love those who continue in sin in front of all.

8. Honor widows and elders.

9. Do not receive an accusation against an Elder unless there is the basis of 2 or 3 witnesses. Must have a scripture basis for dismissal.

10. Do not put one in authority who has not been tested or who is a “babe” in Christ; not a novice.

11. Instruct the people to do good, be generous, and ready to share.

12. Teach others to teach.

13. Preach the word, be ready, reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great patience and instruction.

14. Teaching the Word, both in praise, song, worship, and corporately and in small groups.

15. Warning the congregation of error and pointing out the danger surrounding the Church body. Walking circumspectly. Mark those who teach heresy and those who resist sound instruction.

16. Providing for instruction, building up of the saints weekly, and encouraging evangelism.

17. Supplying the needs of other Church groups, missionaries, and our own congregation who cannot help themselves (assuming the same doctrinal stands).

a. True widows who have no one in their family to help them

b. Helping and visiting the sick or bed-ridden in the congregation and those unable to work

c. Helping those in the congregation that are unemployed through no fault of their own.

18. Raising up mission-minded young people to serve the Lord for the community and the world.

19. Raising up future Christian teachers and leaders.

F: The role of Creation Science in Education and Government Programs as well as Church Doctrine.

· Creation in the Biblical Definition must be the basis for our worldview and interpretation of all areas of life.  The baseline for all behavior.

· Information in the form of inherited DNA and inherited cellular biological control mechanisms (differentiation, spatial information) comes from God and cannot be present in “dead” chemistry by itself.  Operational Life forms demand a Creator and a Designer.

· All science3, no matter what specific subject must have as its basis the order and design of all systems and functioning organisms.  The Laws of “nature” are in fact God’s Laws.

·  Fundamental tenets of Creation Science are the following:

· Science must follow the Scientific Method of observation, analysis, hypothesis, model, theory, prediction, experimentation, repeatability test and verification, law.

· Creation was in 6 solar days: Order of Creation is the Heavens, earth, light, the Expanse (space), dry land and seas, vegetation, seed bearing plants, fruit trees, Sun, Moon and stars, marine life, birds, beasts and creeping animals and insects, man (Adam and Eve).

· Man was to rule the over the creation, reproduce, and keep the Garden of Eden.

· Mankind could eat any fruit or vegetable, but was to not eat of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil  

· Mankind disobeyed God and ate of the forbidden tree.

· The Law of Death and Decay entered into the world.  Increased pain in childbirth, the ground is cursed.  The promise of Messiah is given, who will restore everything and defeat Satan.

· The earth was subjected to a Global Flood because of the wickedness and evil of all men. 8 persons were preserved in an Ark.  The flood lasted 53 weeks.

· All mankind today is descended from the 3 sons of Noah. The origin of multiple language and nations of families began at the Tower of Babel. Mankind was dispersed over the whole earth.

· All aspects of the Universe and the created beings and animals display Order and Design.

· The earth is robust (not fragile) and the Universe did not originally have chaos.

· All functions of a complex system must be operational together and at the same time for a viable organism.  Everything is propagated after its own kind.

· The Law of Entropy describes the decay nature of the Fallen Creation and applies to all systems.

· Science must be based on a model of Creation and not a model of Evolution.  Evolution is unproven and lacks evidences to support the theory.  Creation relies on the Power of/and the Word of God and common sense observation of the whole Universe and all that is in it for proof.

· The observable or measurable Laws of Chemistry, Physics, Mathematics, Biology and all branches of science are in fact Laws of a consistent, repeatable, logical and systematic Creator.

· Science cannot measure or determine any one-time events including origins.  The past can only be inferred from documentary history, eyewitness accounts, existing evidences and observation of the present.  Everything observed and measured is existent in the present. Experiments cannot be conducted on events in the past.

· Science cannot determine or measure the future.  Predictions can be made. But there is a probability of occurrence and confidence probability constituent attached to all predictions by man.

· Creation Science and Engineering and the Sciences can help us understand some difficult verses.

· Scripture tells us to examine the creation, especially the heavens and all that is them

· Scripture tells us to examine the way of the ant and other things in “nature”.

F.1. Some practical Creation talking points, if the occasion presents itself:

· If someone asks about information (complexity, order and design) and how biological organisms evolve and improve by change and mutations, use the following points:

· How do chemicals organize into a system without the DNA instructions and the cellular organic instructions within the organism?

· What mutations were beneficial?

· Are there any evidences that we can look at that show or exhibit change from one basic type to another (i.e. links from one type cat to another type dog or current cells to new type cells)?

· If the world shows evidences of slow changes, erosion, and climate change then:

· Why does the geology indicate catastrophes throughout the earth’s history from the beginning?

· Why wasn’t the whole earth covered with water if marine fossils are found on almost every high mountain?

· Could the Sun be a cause for Climate Change as well as Global Warming on the Planet Mars?

· What can we learn from the Mt St. Helen’s volcanic eruption in 1980 and events afterward with the canyons formed later on? What about conditions since in Spirit Lake?

· Did the earth have an Ice age and did it have warming periods as well?

· Could Global Warming and the melting of some glaciers be the result of volcanic activity under these areas?  What does the data of the Sun’s temperature cycles and Sun Spot activity cycles teach us?

· How can we explain the symbiosis of function subsystems that must operate together, completely and matured to support any life form?

· What about the evolution of the Bombardier Beetle’s defense mechanism?

· What about the protection of the Woodpecker and his method of obtaining bugs under tree bark?

· How could the eye have evolved, unless all of it is functioning at the same time?

· How were babies developing, if it takes a baby in the womb to make a baby?

· What was before the supposed Big Bang?  What caused it to start expanding?

· How were stars formed if it takes a star to make a star?

· Where did the capacity to think and process information come from?  Where did our ability to invent things come from? Where did morality (right and wrong) come from?

· What is the end of the Universe?  Hot or cold? Is it cyclic or dead-ended?

· Why is energy content a constant and why is availability of energy for work decreasing?

G: Practical Position of Defense: A Biblical Christian approach to daily life under a Marxist-Socialist or Democratic-Socialist Government and society, (even a dictatorship).

· Honor your father and mother (Ex. 20: 12; Eph. 6)

· Honor the King (Government Authority) (I Pet. 2: 17)

· Submit ourselves to every human Institution, whether to a King as one in Authority, or to Governors as sent by God for the punishment of evildoers and the praise of those who do right. Be submissive to our bosses and those over us, with all respect. (I Pet. 2: 13-18)

· Let every person be in subjection to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except from God, and those which exist are established by God. Render to all what is due them, tax to whom tax, custom to whom custom, fear to whom fear, honor to whom honor. (Romans 13: 1-7; Eph. 6; Col. 3)

· Never take your own revenge, but leave room for the wrath of God.  For it is written, “Vengeance is mine, I will repay”, says the Lord. (Romans 12: 19)  Do not return evil for evil, insult for insult, but refrain.

· Be careful how we walk, making the most of our time, because these days are evil.  (Eph. 5: 15-16)

· It is better to suffer for doing what is right, rather than suffering for doing what is wrong (I Pet. 3: 17).

· May we have an answer ready for those who ask about the Hope that we have within us and be ready to share what God has done. (Eph. 6: 19-20; I Pet. 3: 15) (Be prepared beforehand)

· Let us pray in the behalf of all men, for Kings, and all who are in authority, in order that we might lead a tranquil and quiet life in all godliness and dignity. For God desires all men to be saved and come to the knowledge of the Truth. (I Tim. 2: 1-4)

· Let us instruct those who are rich in this present world not to be conceited or to fix their hope on the uncertainty of riches, but on God, who richly supplies us with all things to enjoy. (I Tim. 6: 17-18)

· If we have food, clothing and a roof over our heads, let us be content.  Godliness is great gain and especially when accompanied by contentment. (I Tim 6: 6-8)

· Be anxious for nothing. And my God shall supply all your needs according to His riches in Glory in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4: 6, 19)

G.1. Defense of the Reliability of the Scriptural Text; Why can we use the Scripture as our Defense?

G.2. Scientific Proof:  Facts are based on repeating events in a controlled environment with observations, data collected, hypothesis proposed and verified, experimentation and observation of predicted results.

Proofs are valid only for time of experiment and only for repeatable things.  The scientific method can only be used for this set of data and cannot verify or prove history.

G.3. Historical-Legal proof:  Proof is dependent on the weight of the evidence: oral evidence, written evidence and exhibits.  Archaeology can be used to confirm accuracy of the Bible regarding places and events through evidences left behind by people.  Geology can verify evidences left behind by the Noachian Flood, subject to proper Rules of Interpretation. The New Testament can be verified to be written about 50-90 AD via John Ryland Papyri (130 AD), Chester Beatty papyri (155 AD), and the Bodmer Papyri (200 AD). Jesus said that His witness is The Father, His works (the miracles), and The Holy Spirit.  And He also said that the Scriptures themselves bear witness of Him.

There are three tests that can be applied to any literature to determine accuracy and reliability: 

1. Bibliographical:  Textual or Manuscript authority/reliability of copies can be verified via exhibits of Biblical copies and their comparisons.  The reliability of known documents other than the Bible is the History of Thucydides (460-400 BC), earliest manuscript is 900 AD (8 copies); Aristotle (343 BC), earliest manuscript is 1100 AD (5 copies); Caesar’s Gallic Wars (58-50 BC), earliest manuscripts 950 AD (10 copies); The New Testament has 20,000 copies as compared to the Homer’s Iliad with only 643 copies.  The painstaking and laborious precision of the copying methods of the Hebrew scribes was to preserve the accuracy of the OT text.  There are more copies of the Bible than any other document in existence.

2. Internal: Assumes accuracy unless the author contradicts himself or records known falsities.  Compare the texts of Luke 1:1-3, II Peter 1:16, I John 1:3, John 19:35, Luke 3:1, the circulation of Bible text copies within the lifespan of eyewitnesses who could dispute the text if wrong, Acts 2:22, Acts 26: 24-28.  The scripture itself claims to be the Word of God and written by men as they were moved by the Holy Spirit.

3. External: Historians Euraebius, Bishop of Hierapolis (130 AD); Irenaeus, Bishop of Lyons (180 AD); and numerous Archaeology evidences.
The Bible is a historical document (verified by places and events that are true), an eyewitness account (verified by many people both believers and non-believers), a scientifically accurate document (elements of science is true even though math equations are not in the Bible per se), a prophetic book (predictions are accurate 100% to fine details not generalities, accuracy rate must be 100% otherwise the text is invalid; no other book or document can pass this test), non-contradictory (no one has ever disproved the text or found a contradiction or fallacy), and finally is a book that is internally claiming to be the Word of God and trustworthy.  The authors must either be insane, deceived, or moved by the Holy Spirit to write things that they did not think of on their own.  Jesus himself must be either self-deceived, a liar, or God come in the flesh as he said.  The believers were convinced based upon the evidences and placed their very lives on the truth of the promises of God.  Lastly, the character and attributes of God verify its authenticity.

H: Principles of Apologetics and Defending the Faith in other areas of life
· Know your subject. Be prepared.  Know what you personally believe and what your basis happens to be.

· Know why you believe what you do. (What is your basis and foundation for what you believe?)

· Know your adversary.  Determine where they stand and why.  What are their weaknesses and strengths?

· Know the sources of facts or data that you would present in your Defense.

· Know the basics of Logical Arguments and common fallacy ploys used5; know basics of the laws of logic, analysis, assumptions, and basis of correct conclusions from either true or false premises.  

· Principle of Contradiction

· Fallacies of Generalization

· Begging the Question

· Appeal to Authority

· Misuse of Analogy

· Argument to the man (argumentum ad hominem), discrediting the man and not the issue

· Appeal to Pity, Force, People, Ignorance

· Hypothesis Contrary to Fact

· Use of Cliché’s

· Semantics

· Know the basics of legal objections

· Ambiguous

· Argumentative

· Assuming facts not in evidence

· Lack of Authentication, verification

· Badgering the opposition

· Confrontation denied, not allowing a rebuttal

· Confusion of issues (muddying the waters)

· Combining questions that are contradictory in presenting or answering

· Expert testimony or expertise not verified

· Hearsay

· Lack of personal knowledge

· Leading questions

· Misinformation or false information

· Questions asked and answered the first time

· Speculation

H.1. What to do if you are attacked and are under stress concerning your personal beliefs.

· Be calm and stay in self-control (one of the fruits of the Holy Spirit; Gal. 5: 23) Do not be hasty to argue your case.  (Prov. 25:8, 9) Stick to the issue and do not be distracted from it.   Argue your case with your adversary only; do not drag in others, lest you be embarrassed.

· Pray for the right words to turn away wrath of the attacker; (Proverbs 15: 1; 25: 8; 17: 14b).

· If answer is not known, appeal to return after research or investigation.

· Testify only to what you know.  Don’t be afraid to say, “I don’t know, but I’ll find out about that”.

· Do not try to discredit someone else’s beliefs or assertions. Do not appeal to man’s authority.

· Know the difference between opinions, personal preferences and firm absolute convictions.

· Apply the whole Armor of God, so that you may stand firm against the schemes of the Devil (Gal. 6: 10) 

· Gird your loins with truth; do not lie or be deceitful.

· Put on the breastplate of righteousness; do what is right consistently, do not cheat on anything.

· Prepare your feet with Preparation of the Good News of Peace with God and man. Go on the Offensive, not the defensive position.

· Use the Shield of Faith; do not waver in you trust in God and His Word, it is reliable and true.

· Put on the Helmet of Salvation; know that you are saved and cannot lose your eternal life.

· Use the Sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God; use the scripture as your source of Defense (Apologetics), contending for the faith (Jude 2).

H.2. Positions of Defense from Proverbs:

· 1: 7 Fools despise wisdom and Instruction.

·  3: 2 Years of life are added to those who listen to sound teaching.

· 3: 5 Trust the Lord and lean not on your own understanding.

· 3: 19 The Lord by wisdom he founded the earth and by understanding he established the heavens.

· 9: 7-8 He who corrects a scoffer gets dishonor for himself, he who reproves a wicked man, gets insults for himself. Give instruction to a wise man and he will love you. Teach a righteous man and he will increase his learning.

· 15: 1 A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger.

· 17: 14b Abandon the quarrel before it breaks out.

· 17: 20b Do not be perverted in your language.

· 17: 27 He who restrains his words has knowledge, and has a cool spirit is a man of understanding.

· 18: 13 Do not give an answer before you listen.

· 19: 2b He who makes haste errs.

· 25: 8 Do not be hasty to argue your case.

· 26: 4 Do not answer a fool according to his folly, lest you be like him. 

· 26: 5 Answer a fool as his folly deserves, lest he be wise in his own eyes.

· 30: 6 Do not add to (or subtract from) the Word of the Lord, lest you be proved a liar.

I: Common Sense Defense in Economics: Now for some advice on practical living in an era of post-Christianity and “Economic Crisis” (2009-2012).

· If you have a credit card, pay off the balance every month without fail. Do not just pay the minimum and then pay high interest on the remaining balance.  Owe no man anything, where payment is overdue. Use your credit card only for things like Motel and Rental Car reservations, or purchase of high cost items to avoid carrying large amounts of actual cash.  Do not select a Debit Card, keep the Credit Card.  This may not be possible to do in a few years.

· Use cash or checks to pay for everything practical. (A cash-less society will hamper this discipline.)

· Establish a Home Budget and then stick to it.  Determine the assets, income and debits fixed and optional.  Determine where the money goes each month and allow for home and car maintenance, unforeseen events such as medical issues and job loss. Examine what each month’s expenses entail and determine what can be minimized or eliminated.  Determine what items can be maintained such as pets, electronic items, telephones, cable TV, Internet Access and options, etc. Be sensible on where the income and interest is secured (Return on Investments). 

· Do not buy anything that you cannot afford or plan for.  Buy based on saving money for the purchase beforehand or per a doable plan of re-payment. Don’t buy just because the interest doesn’t have to be paid for long period of time.  We don’t know the future. Buy things that you need, not everything that you want.

· Establish a Savings Account (A Money Market is preferred since the interest rate is usually slightly higher) of at least 6-9 months of available cash to cover a period of obtaining alternate sources of income, if there is a job loss.

· Do not spend all that you earn, but plan to save or invest in secure items that are tangible.  Have a certain portion of your assets that can be liquidated quickly for an unexpected emergency.

· Reduce dining out and outside entertainment frequency. Cut vacation costs where practical. Cut gifts costs for birthdays, holidays, etc.  Do not buy on impulse and determine if the item to be purchased is really necessary.

· Analyze costs for home use, heating and cooling.  Determine how costs can be either eliminated or reduced by simple actions and common sense use.

· Determine if a smaller home is necessary.  Combine car use for multiple tasks and use car pooling if practical.  Do not sell your home if at all possible, unless you know that you will not lose value.  Buy a smaller home at deflated market prices.  Do not pay the asking price. Use a mortgage company that is stable and will not likely sell your mortgage to another company or to the government. 

· Put a percentage of income into a savings account that pays a decent interest.  Do not invest in a Banking Institution that has accepted TARP #1 or #2 bailouts, or the Stimulus #1 or #2 infusion. Reduce speculative investments and re-evaluate investments tied either directly or indirectly to the Stock Market or Treasury or Municipal Bonds.  Avoid investments where all you actually own is a piece of paper. Invest in tangible things as much as possible.  The government says spend all the money you receive through a salary or interest earned or investments; instead save at least 10% and tithe, (plan for saving money for unforeseen events) save for maintenance-replacement and repair.  Do not buy Stock, Bonds, or Mutual Funds until the Market is stabilized over the next couple of years. You may want to invest 10% in a local business that has a good track record for at least 20 years and a good economic profile forecast for the difficult years ahead.

· The percentage of individual items in your total budget should not exceed the following for specific areas: Assuming 10-15% Tithe, 15% for medical, 4% for utilities, 2% for Real estate Taxes, 4% for car insurance, 18% for food, 5% for clothes, 10% for maintenance, 15% for total tax liability and 5% for vacations, gifts, etc.  That leaves 10% for savings account and a few percent for miscellaneous spending and for extras.

· Forecast your tax liability for the next year now, so that you won’t be caught short.  Do it again for the years after next.   Do not assume that tax cuts are coming your way.  Do not assume that increases in your income salaries are real cash flow.  Adjust your Withholding Statement amount for your employer based on your own analysis of your tax liability, instead of what you are told.   Assume IRS 15% tax rate for the lowest bracket, 20% -25% for the next, 36% for the next and 63% for the next.  Unless you are a millionaire, forget about the 70% tax rate.  If these tax rates don’t materialize, then you can celebrate and tell me that I am wrong.

· When it comes time to replace your car, consider a used (pre-owned) car, but have a mechanic that you trust to inspect it.  Drive your existing cars for 10 years and 100,000 miles or more, but less than 150,000 miles.  Don’t buy cars from the 2 Big Car Companies that accepted bailout money (These companies have to meet government design and engineering cuts.)

· Be content with less “things” or “stuff”.

· Use your appliances and things like your furnace and water heater until they are just about to wear out. Don’t replace these things just because you want new, pretty, or the latest-greatest.

A comparison of the Worldview according to Scripture and according to Satan (deduced):

· Gen. 1:28: Be fruitful and multiply, fill the earth and subdue it, and rule over everything that is in the earth. Eat anything, except the life blood. Obey authority and submit to each other in the Lord.

· The people are to be Ambassadors of Christ and witness and make disciples of every nation (Matt. 28; II Cor. 5:20).

· State and Government is delegated authority from God (Rom. 13). (Declaration USA: government is by consensus of the governed people.)

· Man is free to pursue happiness, (Declaration of the USA); (John 8: 32). 

Satan’s main Objective: (Is. 14; Ez. 28)
