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The Footprints of Nimrod in the Ancient World

Today's academics study ancient Egyptology, Assyriology, and the "ologies" of other ancient civilization as if there were no common source for those civilizations, and any similarities were entirely due to interactions after those civilizations were already formed.  This assumption rules out a priori the idea that these peoples stem from a common proto-civilization that suffered a series of catastrophes, which separated the human family across the earth.  Instead, it is assumed that each of these civilizations arose independently from scattered non-record-keeping "stone age" hunter-gatherer stock -- despite strong commonalites in ancient mythology.  A young-earth creationist view of history allows for a "stone age" of varied degrees and duration (depending on location and people-group) of up to several centuries after the Babel Event.  It turns out that there is a wealth of footprints left by the biblical Nimrod across the ancient civilizations of the Near East, and even many well beyond that region, once we plug in the Genesis-based assumptions that humanity came from a common stock, and that the earliest mythologies and histories post-Babel are the "revisonist theo-histories" of the instigators of Babel (or their not-too-distant descendants).  But we have a lot of historical-method-based work to do if we are to make a YE creationistic view of history that "really wrestles with the problems" more accessible to today's Christian -- not to mention those beyond the faith.  This survey of Nimrod's "footprints" is surprising, as well as fascinating.  But it also asks us as Creationists to begin to suggest more robust historic models for the period between the Flood and Babel, and between Babel and the most ancient civilizations known to us than we have done thus far. This survey asks questions in the hope that the next generation of Creationists may search out and propose robust early history models that are consistent with a serious approach to Genesis (including its chrono-genealogies) that honors its Divine inspiration, and the inerrancy of its original autographs.
